Class Overview
This class aims to lay a strong foundation for paper writing in Economics, and particularly in English. The first lecture will be devoted to discussing the structure and principles of writing a good paper in Economics. Following the first lecture, students will choose economic papers to analyze and present to the class. Each student will both present a paper (assuming the role of an author) and criticize a paper (assuming the role of a discussant), focusing on paper structure and clarity. Using the principals learned in class each student will write and submit a 7-12 pages long paper in English, on a social-science topic, by April 30th.
